There have been some instances of the Auto-Lift Main Frame bending and welds
cracking. The primary cause of frame failuresisimproper adjustment of the 1606
400 Pressure Reducing Valve for the Clamp Cylinders. Thisvalveis preset at 1500
psi and used in different applications on Nordco Machines so it cannot be preset for

aparticular machine. When the valveisinstalled on an Auto Lift it must be reset to
500 psi. Seeillustration.
